12noon to 8pm.
e Open play for tennis and pickleball restricted to 8am to 12noon on specific days:
o Pickleball — Monday/Wednesday
o Tennis — Tuesday/Thursday
o Tennis/Pickleball — each sport gets a court Saturday and Sunday
