Town Charter Sec. 4.1. - General grant of power to Council. - The Council shall have all powers and authority that are now or may hereafter be
granted to councils of towns by the general laws of this state and by this act, and the recital of special powers and authorities herein shall not be

taken to exclude the exercise of any power and authority granted by the general laws of this state to Town councils, but not herein specified.

Town Charter Sec. 6.1. - Fiscal control; establishment, operation, etc., of water system, sewer system, etc. - The Council shall have the power to
control and manage the fiscal and municipal affairs of the Town and all property, real and personal, belonging to said Town, and to make such
ordinances, orders and resolutions relating to the same as it may deem necessary. The Council shall have the further power to purchase, hold,

sell and convey all real and personal property, within or without the corporate limits, necessary for its use and purposes.
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
